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To do so, right-click on the My Computer 
icon on your desktop, choose Properties, 
and then select the Hardware tab. Click 
the Device Manager button, and then ex-
pand one of the hardware devices listed in 
the pane. The Print button then appears in 
the toolbar. Click Print, and your printed 
document should list all the information 
about your installed hardware devices. 
 
Manually install the Backup utility in 
Windows XP Home 
Inexplicably, the Backup utility is not in-
cluded in the default installation of Win-
dows XP Home Edition, as it is in Windows 
XP Professional. Therefore you'll need to 
manually add it to your system from your 
CD-ROM before taking advantage of its 
data backup features. 
 
Insert your XP Home installation CD-ROM 
into your CD-ROM drive, and then navi-
gate to the \ValueAdd\MSFT\NTBACKUP 
folder. Double-click on the Ntbackup.msi 
file to start the Backup installation wizard. 
Follow the on-screen prompts to install the 
wizard, and once it's complete, you'll have 
access to the Backup utility by clicking the 
Start button and choosing All Programs | 
Accessories | System Tools | Backup. 
 
Eliminate the appearance of error-
reporting windows 
 
Although Windows XP is the most stable of 
any of the previous Windows releases, 
chances are you've experienced a pro-
gram crash at least once or twice. And if 
you have, you've seen the error-reporting 
window, which appears and prompts you 
to send a report to Microsoft, detailing 
what was happening on your computer 
when the error occurred. This data is used 
to improve future releases of Microsoft 
software, but sometimes the error-
reporting windows provide little more than 
an annoyance to you, especially if the 
crash occurred in the middle of an impor-
tant project. Luckily, by using the System 
Configuration Utility there's way to get rid 
of the Windows XP error-reporting mes-
sages so you don't have to deal with them.  

Click the Start button and choose Run. In 
the Open text box, type msconfig, and then 
hit [Enter] to launch the System Configura-
tion Utility. Select the Services tab, and 
then scroll down and deselect the Error 
Reporting Service check box. Next, click 
OK. In the System Configuration dialog 
box, click the Restart button to reboot your 
system. Your PC now boots without load-
ing the error-reporting service. (Part 2

Installing XP Professional's Remote 
Desktop Connection software on an-
other Windows computer (Win XP) 
If you've tried out any of Windows XP Pro-
fessional's cool new remote access fea-
tures, you know that they can be lifesavers 
when you need to connect to a computer 
that's different from the one you're cur-
rently sitting in front of. Remote Desktop 
Connection (RDC) allows you to connect 
to another XP Professional machine and 
work with its files and programs just as if 
you were working on the remote system. 
But, what happens when you need to ac-
cess an XP Professional system from one 
that isn't running the XP Professional oper-
ating system? Luckily, all you need to do is 
install the RDC program on your 98, 2000, 
or XP Home system using your XP Profes-
sional installation CD-ROM. 
 
Insert your XP Professional installation 
CD-ROM in the CD-ROM drive of the non-
XP Professional PC. When the Welcome 
screen appears, click on the Perform Addi-
tional Tasks button. Then, click on Set Up 
Remote Desktop Connection. You should 
then be able to use your other system to 
connect to your XP Professional computer 
using RDC. Keep in mind that you can only 
use RDC to connect to computers running 
XP Professional. 
 
Expand your view with the Full Screen 
feature (Win XP) 
If you've ever had to wade through a file-
packed My Documents or Windows Ex-
plorer window, you know how annoying it 
is to have to scroll down until you've found 
the item you're searching for. By taking 
advantage of XP's Full Screen feature, you 
can enlarge your view of these two win-
dows without having to scroll. All you need 
to do is open Windows Explorer or My 
Documents and press the [F11] key. When 
you do, you activate the Full Screen fea-
ture, and the window's title bar, taskbar, 
and system bar all disappear. To return the 
screen to normal size, simply press the 
[F11] key again. You'll be pleased to know 
that Full Screen feature is also available in 
Microsoft Internet Explorer. 
 
Quickly connect to network shortcuts 
(Win XP) 
In a previous tip, we showed you how to 
return your favorite icons to your desktop 
in case you aren't fond of XP's new 
streamlined desktop. If you've done so and 
you're connected to a network, chances 
are that you have shortcuts to various net-
work 

resources on your desktop as well. You 
can minimize desktop clutter and keep 
your network shortcuts more organized if 
you place them in My Network Places. 
Keep in mind that you can't copy the exist-
ing network shortcuts from your desktop to 
My Network Places -- you must create new 
network shortcuts.  
 
To accomplish this, connect to a network 
resource, and then right-click on a folder, 
file, computer, or printer icon and drag it to 
the My Network Places icon on your desk-
top. When you drop the icon, Windows XP 
displays a shortcut menu. Select Create 
Shortcuts Here. Now, when you need to 
quickly connect to network resources, you 
can easily find them in My Network Places. 
 
Increase your desktop real estate by 
hiding the taskbar (Win XP) 
As you know by now, Microsoft's design 
improvements for the XP interface in-
cluded the removal of a lot of icons that 
appeared by default on the Windows desk-
top. The thought process behind this idea 
was to make the desktop more stream-
lined, free of clutter, and therefore easier 
to work with. If you subscribe to these ide-
als, you might want to consider hiding the 
taskbar from view as well. Doing so not 
only frees up more desktop space, but also 
makes it easier to see additional portions 
of the screen, which can be helpful when 
you're working with large images. 
 
Right-click on an empty portion of the task-
bar and unlock it, if necessary, by selecting 
the Lock The Taskbar menu item to re-
move its associated check box. Then, 
right-click on the taskbar again and choose 
Properties. In the Taskbar And Start Menu 
Properties dialog box, select the Auto-hide 
The Taskbar check box. Then, click Apply 
and OK. 
 
You'll see the taskbar quickly drop down 
below the bottom edge of the screen. To 
access the taskbar when the Auto-hide 
The Taskbar option is selected, simply 
move your pointer to the edge of the 
screen where your taskbar was previously 
located. When the pointer nears the edge, 
the taskbar jumps back into position; when 
you move your pointer away from the task-
bar, XP automatically hides it again. 
 
Print out a copy of your hardware specs 
If you're like most Windows power users, 
you're constantly on the lookout for new 
hardware to add to your computer. All the 
hardware information is stored in Windows' 
Device Manager, and it can greatly assist 
you to have a hard copy of Device Man-
ager details for quick and easy access to 
your peripherals. Printing this information 
is a breeze.  
 

                                                                                                                                                                    

WIN_XP  Part 1                                                                                                                         
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  I have a question for all of you 
out there.  How long do you think 
your data stored on CD's and 
DVDs is safe?  Forever?  100 
years?  25 Years?  10 Years?  
Next week?  Well the real answer 
might surprise you and has sev-
eral factors that would determine 
the outcome.  The most important 
factor is how is the disc treated.  If 
you treat the disc as a Frisbee I 
wouldn't count on it lasting any-
more than a week on the outside.  
Also if you pick up your CD's as 
you would a book, with your fin-
gers touching the recorded sur-
face is a sure sign of a short life-
span.  On the other hand, if you 
handle your CD's and DVDs like 
the stereo enthusiasts handle 33 
and 45 rpm records, ( by the 
edges and the spindle hole with-
out touching the recorded surface 
)and you purchased the right type 
of media, your disks might last 
over 100 years.  And by that time 
who knows what direction the 
computer industry will have gone.   

As I write this article, there is a 
new storage media getting the 
last few bugs ironed out and 
could see it on the store shelves 
in a little under a year.  It is called 
Blu-ray and will be able to hold 
27GB on one side of a disc that is 
the same size as a conventional 
CD/DVD. Some say that the stor-
age capacity will reach up to 
54GB per disc.  By that time I'm 
sure that we all will be using Tera-
byte size hard drives or bigger. 

The next part of the longevity 
equation is what is the dye made 
of that holds your data?   

Cyanine is the cheapest and most 
widely dye. It appears bluish  or 
blue-green when backed by a sil-

ver foil, but it could look distinctly 
green when backed by gold foil. 
Estimates of the dye's useful life 
range from 10 years to as high as 
75 years.  This makes Cyanine-
based CD-Rs acceptable for short 
duration services but not for archi-
val purposes.  

The next dye type is Phthalocya-
nine.  It's an-almost transparent, 
very light aqua color.  It's usually 
is backed with gold foil, so a 
phthalocyanine-based CD-R usu-
ally looks gold in color. The dye is 
exceptionally durable, it's some-
times called the "gold standard" of 
CD-Rs.  While phthalocyanine 
CD-Rs might be pricey overkill for 
day to-day storage, they're great 
for long-term archiving, with a re-
puted storage life of something 
like 100 years. 

Then there is the dye Formazan 
which is a light green color.  it 
also is usually backed by gold foil, 
producing a greenish gold CD-R. 
It's actually a hybrid of cyanine 
and phthalocyanine, and com-
bines the qualities of both. 

Finally comes metallized AZO 

which is a dark blue in color and 
is normally used with silver foil.  
This gives the CD-Rs a dark blue 
appearance. Metallized AZO is 
reported to have a long shelf life, 
approaching that of phthalocya-
nine. 

The rest of the equation depends 
on you.  Do you store your discs 
carefully, standing upright in a 
jewel box or holder ( preferred ) or 
flat on your desk?   

I've included several URLs for 
those who feel like doing further 
research.  While this topic can be 
a bit dry, I'm sure that this will be 
of interest to some of you.   

Stay warm and keep that data 
safe.

 For more in-depth company information, 
check out (http://www.hoovers.com) - 
where some of the information is free. 

 For Press Releases: add the words 
[ "company announced" ] [ "company 
announces" ] or [ "company reported 
" ] 
For Financial information: add the 
words [ company "quarterly report" ] 
[ company SEC ] [ "p/e ratio" ] or 
[company financial ]. 
Remember to hold onto these news-
letters - each month, we will add more 
to what you have already read.
