Most people don't realize thaieail isn't necessarily

saved in backups the same way that other files are,

That's because Outlook 2007 saves yeorads in a
Personal Folder File with a .pst extension that does
automatically get caught in normal backups. Unless
you're using a Microsoft Exchange Serveanail ac-
count or a thiregparty HTTP account (like Hotmail),
you'll need to perform a few extra steps to make su
Outlook 2007 emails aren't lost forever if your com-
puter goes belly up.

.PST files can be quite large, so it's a good idea to
make sure your backup location has plenty of rdom
and that you allow lots of time for arneail backup to
occur. Once you've done that, just follow these stej
back up your Outlook 2007 content:
